It is hard to believe that my first year as President has passed so quickly, and I am honored to be at the
helm of JARC as we reach our milestone 40th anniversary. The past twelve months have been filled with
unprecedented challenges, but I can confidently report that JARC is and will always remain steadfastly
committed to providing the people we serve with the highest quality of care and service possible.

In the face of proposed state budgets cuts for services to people with developmental disabilities and in
response to the decline in fundraising revenue due to the economic downturn, JARC has responded by
implementing significant cost-saving measures, some with immediate impact and others with an eye
toward the future. But then JARC has always been known for its resiliency and its ability to defy the odds.

In the mid-1960's when a group of parents first met to share their concerns about the future of their adult children with
developmental disabilities, they knew the road ahead would not be easy — funding had to be secured, zoning laws
changed and community prejudices had to be overcome. But out of the seeds they planted, JARC has today grown to 20
beautiful homes, an array of supported living arrangements and a children and family services division which provides
respite care, advocacy, Jewish day school inclusion, age-appropriate social groups for children and teens and adults,
information and referral services and community education and training.

JARC's amazing accomplishments are an incredible testament to the quality and strength of its forward-thinking Board, its
remarkably committed staff and a fantastically generous community.

Rose Stocker
is no stranger
to office work.

Marathon Oil Company, she brought
her considerable talents to JARC.

"I was looking for places to volunteer
and to keep me busy," says Rose, "My
cousins recommended JARC to me
because they had a daughter in one of
the group homes." Twelve years later,
at age 92, Rose's professional skills
remain razor sharp.

When she began volunteering at JARC
in 1997, Rose remembers a time when
tributes and newsletter articles were
typed on a "state of the art" electric
typewriter, and an all-volunteer "mail
brigade" helped label the newsletter for
mailing. At that time, there were about
50 tribute funds, the newsletter was 10
pages long and 4,000 community
supporters received each issue.

Over the years, Rose has been a part of
JARC's growth and progress. "Now, I do
all my work on a computer," she
proudly states. In addition, she
compiles and edits the tribute listings
for the newsletter — which currently
reaches nearly 10,000 homes —and she

maintains a master list of over 140
tribute funds.

She also works on a variety of agency
mailings and takes tributes requests
over the phone.

With all her
abilities, there is no
doubt that Rose
Stocker is one of
JARC's most valuable assets.

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Spotlight on Staff: Chris Hench
Chris Hench, JARC's Chief Operating Officer, has been with the agency since 1988, and oversees all of
JARC's program services. She has been involved in every aspect of program development, including the
formation of JARC's Harris Division and growth in residential and enhanced services.

Having worked in the field of developmental disabilities her entire professional life, Chris received her
MSW from the University of Michigan School of Social Work and Bachelor of Arts with Distinction from
the University of Michigan School of Languages, Arts and Sciences. Without hesitation, she proudly states,
"The best part of my job is getting to spend time with the people we serve, and working with the JARC staff
— the best staff anywhere ever. They never cease to amaze me."

In September, 2008, Chris was elected to serve on the Board of the Michigan chapter of the American
Association on Intellectual and Developmental Disabilities. It has enabled her to become involved with
people from various parts of the state and bring back ideas for making JARC even better.

Most recently, Chris has introduced the principles of Gentle Teaching (GT) into the agency philosophy. With GT, employees are
trained to use their presence, hands, words and eyes to help the people entrusted to their care feel safe, cared about, loved and
engaged. There are now several Gentle Teaching mentors on staff and in October, JARC will be bringing in the founder of GT,
Dr. John McGee, to speak to the agency staff and the staffs of other Jewish agencies.

Chris adds, "What I love about JARC is that the people here are never satisfied… we always want to make our services better and
better."

From the JARCives

Hope Springs from the Ashes and the Dream Goes On

In 1977, the State of Michigan passed landmark legislation that allowed group homes for six or fewer people to open in any
neighborhood without special zoning approval. This significant ruling opened the doors to small community-based group homes.

It was an exciting time of expansion for JARC, then known as AJR
(Association for Jewish Retarded). In 1978, Harvard graduate and Detroit
native Joyce Keller was hired as Executive Director, and before the decade
closed, two new homes opened their doors in Oak Park - the Meadowlark
Haverim Home and the Seymour J. Gilmore Memorial Home.

The year 1979 marked the beginning of the Aaron and Helen L. DeRoy
Independent Living Program to help individuals who did not need 24-hour
supervision to live independently in their own homes and programs.

The decade of the 80's began with a name change as AJR officially
became JARC (Jewish Association for Retarded Citizens) and the
organization kept on expanding to meet the needs of the people it

served. The residents of the first group home on Evergreen moved to the Samuel and Jean Frankel Home in Southfield. The Sadie
and Charles Grosberg Home in Beverly Hills and the Shirley T. Medow Home in Huntington Woods opened in 1982, followed by the
Beit Channa Home and the Shenkman Family Home, and the Meadowlark Home was rededicated as the Mary and Donald Samuels
Home.

Then tragedy struck. Community residents, opposed to a proposed Pleasant Ridge home donated by Louis Blumberg, filed two
lawsuits. Both failed. And then the unthinkable - the home was torched shortly before its opening.

From the ashes of the fire, the JARC community pulled together, forging a renewed sense of purpose. Under the watch of 24-hour
guard service, the Louis C. Blumberg Home was rebuilt and opened four months later.

Since its inception, JARC has made certain that its homes

were more than "houses" made of wood and brick. It was

imperative that they be comfortable, welcoming, beautiful

and safe.

Over the years, as the population of JARC aged, the changing

physical needs of the residents made it necessary to re-think

the physical layout and features of the homes as well.

In 1986, the Shenkman Family Home opened in West

Bloomfield, and it was the first JARC home that could

accommodate residents who were in wheelchairs or have

other mobility and medical problems. Low-pile carpeting,

wider hallways and level door thresholds were only a few of

the modifications required to make the Shenkman Home

barrier-free and "resident" friendly.

Although many JARC homes were originally two-story or tri-

level dwellings, today all but two homes are ranch-style.

This includes the Ellen Labes Vacation Home located in

Gladwin, Michigan where most of JARC's residents spend

their vacation time.

Do you remember how you felt when you first came to JARC? Were you excited or afraid?

RUBEN: I moved in in 1974. I wasn't really excited at all. All three of my brothers were alive at

that time. My mother was gone. I had to move out before something happened to my father.

Who were the first people you remember meeting at JARC?
